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cognitive habits, evaluative attitudes, and emotional life. Morally, one key passage appears to
endorse a form of reciprocal consideration of others, manifested by finding ways to interact with
them harmoniously—by seeking to “walk two ways,” theirs and our own, at once, rather than
imposing ours on them (2/1%&).2 Politically, the Zhuangist normative stance seems to yield a

form of proto-liberalism that abhors authoritarianism and coercion (7/4-6), follows along with
